It's naive, of course, to
believe that a couple of
hundred letters by them-
selves can persuade the
network chieftains to con-
tinue a program that is
running low' in the rat-
ings, that is meeting with
c o o l r eceptions among
time buyers along Madi-
son Ave., that is going
well over budget on pro-
duction each week, or that
has a star who is sabotag-
ing a series by tempera-
ment.

Have Effect
It would be equally as

naive, however, to assume
that we have no voice in
the decisions.

Program decisions are
in the final analysis sub-
jective judgments based
on a number of factors.
Some thoughtful letters
and cards to the networks
can have an effect.

If the ratings and my
mail are any standard by
which to judge the matter,
not many viewers have
found new series this fall
that excite them.

Making Decisions
There seem to be a

number that provide for
pleasant enough viewing,
but few to engender en-
thusiasm.

The ratings, as usual at
this time of the year, show
the mass audience prefers
to revisit its older favor-
ites when possible. Affec-
tion for the new ones
doesn't bloom overnight.

So now
is the time to be heard.

Affords Insight
Letters about programs

to network executives car-
ry more weight if you
keep them brief. They
have credibility if they
state why you like a pro-
gram, not simply the fact
that you do.

A few comments about
what especially appeals to
you and why you think
it's worth viewing affords
some insight into the qual-
ities of a program they

may now be evaluating.
There's certainly noth-

ing wrong with criticizing
programs, you find unplea-
sant, in bad taste or sim-
ply lousy.

Again, however, a few
comments why the pro-
gram is bad helps give
your letter some meaning.

Have Bearing
As implied in the above,

be specific. Sweeping in-
dictments of all programs
don't mean much; nor
does blanket praise.

No one card and no hun-
dred cards alone will save
a program destined for a
big January blackout, but
they can have a bearing
on the final decisions re-
garding those that are
doubtful.

So now's the time to
write and be heard. Con-
trary to prevailing opin-
ion, the raw ratings num-
bers aren't the only factor.

Your notes represent
people, and the networks
are also interested in what
people think. Believe it or
not.

Lost and Stray Animals
This listing is a public service to assist in finding

lost pets and in selection of unclaimed impounded ani-
mals desired as pets, for which only a nominal pound
fee (including license where required) is collected. This
is an opportunity for all interested persons to save an
animal which otherwise may be destroyed. These ani-
mals are at the two Valley shelters open to the public
every day 8 a.m. to 5 p.m., except Sundays and holi-
days.
